She was a finalist in the international Choreography
Competition in Aarhus in Denmark with her most recent choreography “3-adic”. In 2005, she participated in the
postgraduate program D.A.N.C.E., which was under the artistic direction of William Forsythe, Wayne
McGregor, Frédéric Flamand and Angelin Preljocaj and is connected to the Palucca School in Dresden. Since
2007, she has been working for the Shobana Jeyasingh Dance Company (London) as a dancer and rehearsal
leader.
